Students need an Individualized 
Educational Plan (IEP), 504 Plan, or 
other documentation of disability 
to qualify. Students who are home 
schooled are eligible. The Division of 
Vocational Rehabilitation Services does 
not replace or duplicate any service 
your school district already provides. 
All services are voluntary.
